The DNR òPUBLIC NOTICEó signs 

will be showing up around the 

Bluff again. These signs are ex-

pected to be posted before the 

end of May and hang around for 

another 30 days. This process in-

vites comments from the general 

public regarding the proposed 

community dock  

The last Georgia DNR dock permit appli-

cation was denied òas submittedó at the 

April 15, 2011 DNR Committee Meeting. 

DNR Staff and Committee members felt 

pressure from several environmental 

groups to deny any special conditions.  

A new CMPA Permit Application has 

been completed and resubmitted to 

DNR. The length and width of the walk-

way and the dock house size has been 

 

 

reduced to conform to DNRõs guide-

lines. These were originally requested 

larger than normal to accommodate 

for the 144 units at Bull River Bluff using 

the facility.  

The anticipated approval date for the 

new permit is expected to be mid Au-

gust 2011.
